This will be returned to school no later than the third
day of school. These will then be shared by each student and
displayed in their classrooms.

Students Entering Grade 1

Students are required to:

1. Read or be read to at least 25 minutes every day.

2. Complete a minimum of 8 books. Parents are required to sign of f
on each book read (see log sheet).

3. Complete 3 activities from the "Grade One Choice List". These
are to be returned no later than the third day of school and will
be shared during the first several weeks' Language Arts time.
These will then be displayed in their classrooms.

Completion (well done) of all 3 activities can earn students
something special at their school!

These
are to be returned no later than the third day of school and will
be shared during the first several weeks' Language Arts time.
These will then be displayed in their classrooms.

Completion (well done) of all 3 activities can earn students
something special at their school!

3. Complete 3 activities from the "Grade 2 & 3 Choice List". These
are to be returned no later than the third day of school and will
be shared during the first several weeks' Language Arts time.
These will be displayed in their classrooms. Completion (well
done) of all 3 activities can earn students something special at
their school!

"Grade 4 & 5 Choice List". The response needs to be handed in no
later than the third day of school. This can earn students an
extra credit grade in Language Arts for the first grading period.

. Students in grades 4 & 5 should be prepared to orally present

their written response.

Grade 4 700 pages (or the equivalent of at least 5 chapter

books that are age/grade level appropriate)
